SECOND TRAINING BLOCK CONCLUDES: The U.S. Women’s National Team ended its 
second winter training block on April 9 with a total of 16 players and will be on hiatus until 
April 26. The team training sessions, held at the USA National Team Center located within the 
American Sports Centers in Anaheim, Calif., are open to the public. Training times are generally 
Monday through Thursday from 9 a.m. to 12:30 p.m., while Fridays often vary on times. Players 
that ended the training block were middle blockers Foluke Akinradewo (Plantation, Fla.), Tracy 
Stalls (Denver, Colo.), Christa Harmotto (Aliquippa, Pa.), Alexis Crimes (Rancho Cucamonga, 
Calif.), Lauren Paolini (Ann Arbor, Mich.), Mekana Barnes (Highlands Ranch, Colo.) and 
Brittnee Cooper (Houston). Outside hitters/opposite include Angie Pressey (Lake Mary, Fla.), 
Brittany Moore (Orange, Calif.), Jill Collymore (Bellevue, Wash.), Julie Rubenstein (Camarillo, 
Calif.) and Aneli Otineru (Hale’iwa, Hawaii). The setters training include Bryn Kehoe (North 
Bend, Ohio) and Nicole Vargas (Seal Beach, Calif.). The libero position has Jessica Fine (Tarzana, 
Calif.) and Tamari Miyashiro (Kaneohe, Hawaii) training with the U.S. Women’s National Team. 
Some players could leave for pro opportunities or other circumstances.

HODGE NAMED FINALIST FOR AAU SULLIVAN AWARD: Megan 
Hodge (Durham, N.C.) has been named one of six finalists for this year’s AAU 
Sullivan Amateur Award. The winner will be announced on April 14 at the AAU 
James E. Sullivan Award Ceremony at the New York Athletic Club. Hodge, after 
a brief training period with the U.S. Women’s National Team last summer, she 
led Penn State to its third straight NCAA Division I title and extended the Nittany 
Lions’ win streak to 102 matches dating back to the 2007 season. She earned 
AVCA Division I National Player of the Year last December after being selected 
AVCA All-America First-Team for the fourth consecutive year. Hodge, who also 
earned this year’s Honda Award for volleyball, competed with the U.S. Women’s 
National Team on its three-match trip to China early this year.

INTERNATIONAL TRANSFERS: USA Volleyball officially process several 
international transfer paperwork for American players competing in overseas 
professional leagues. Angie McGinnis (Fraser, Mich.) and Cheryl Weaver 
(Washington, D.C.), who have been in Azerbaijan the last couple months training 
and competing, are playing for Igtisadchi Baku of the Azerbaijan professional 
league. The other transfers relate to Puerto Rico Superliga teams making a late 
signing for the current postseason. Shonda Cole moved from Caguas to Corozal, 
which also signed Destinee Hooker who finished her season early in Korea. 
Christal Morrison is now with her third different Puerto Rico league team of 2010 
after transferring to Catano from Corozal. Angie Pressey (Lake Mary, Fla.) was 

signed by Bayamon for the postseason tournament. For a full listing of the 167 international 
transfers for American female players to other countries to play professional volleyball, visit the 
full PDF version of the U.S. Women’s National Team Weekly Update.

BARBOZA WITH TORAY IN JAPAN: Cynthia Barboza (Long Beach, Calif.), 
an outside hitter with the U.S. Women’s National Team and alternate on both 
the 2004 and 2008 Olympic Games rosters, is playing in her first professional 
volleyball season in Japan V-League with Toray. After finishing the regular season 
with a 21-7 record and a second-place finish, Toray finished second in the four-
team round-robin semifinal with regular season winner JT coming out on top. In 
the final match to declare the V-League champion on April 10, Toray swept JT 
28-26, 25-21, 25-16 to claim its third consecutive championship. Barboza, who 
started the title match and was a reserve in the second set, scored two points 
on kills in the championship deciding victory. As the V-League champions, Toray will face the 
winner of Korea’s pro league between April 22-25. Barboza and Toray’s season will conclude 
with a tournament held May 1-6.

JOINES TAMAS, BUSSE WITH TOA BAJA: Jen Joines 
Tamas (Milpitas, Calif.) and Cassie Busse (Prior Lake, Minn.), 
both members of the U.S. Women’s National Team, are playing 
for 2009 Puerto Rico League champion Toa Baja in 2010. Toa 
Baja finished the regular season with a five-match lead in the 
standings, thanks to a 21-match win streak after losing its opening 
match. The Llaneras also won the regular season and tournament 
title in 2009. Entering the postseason tournament as the top-seed, 
Toa Baja topped Juncos 25-16, 25-17, 25-22 on April 12. Busse 
contributed 14 kills for all her points, while Joines Tamas added 
eight kills, three aces and a block for 12 points. Toa Baja is in the quarterfinal round pool with 
No. 4 seed Corozal, No. 5 seed Caguas and No. 8 seed Juncos.

THOMPSON, SALVO WITH CATANO: Setter Courtney Thompson (Kent, 
Wash.) and outside hitter Airial Salvo (Farmington, Utah), both members of 
the U.S. Women’s National Volleyball Team and products of University of 
Washington, are playing for Catano de Lancheras of the Puerto Rico Superliga. 
Prior to the playoffs starting, Catano added another Washington Husky in 
Christal Morrison. With second place already wrapped up, Catano dropped a 20-
25, 25-17, 16-25, 25-22, 17-15 match to Bayamon in its final match of the regular 
season. Salvo was credited with 19 kills, a block and ace for 21 points to go with 
19 digs for a double-double. Thompson added 12 assists and two blocks in the 
five-set loss. Catano ended the regular season with a 16-6 overall record. As the 

second overall seed, Catano opened the playoff with a 25-12, 25-23, 25-21 victory over Bayamon 
on April 13. Morrison and Salvo had 17 and 16 points, respectively. Thompson was credited with 
eight assists and seven digs. Catano is in quarterfinal round Pool B with No. 3 seed Mayaguez, 
No. 6 seed Carolina and No. 7 seed Bayamon.

METCALF, HODGE LATE SIGNEES WITH CAGUAS: 
Nancy Metcalf (Hull, Iowa) and Megan Hodge (Durham, N.C.) 
signed late in the Puerto Rico Superliga season in hopes of 
rejuvenating the team and advancing into the playoffs. They join 
past U.S. Women’s National Team member Shonda Cole on the 
team. Hodge, who competed with the U.S. Women’s National 
Team on a trip to China earlier this year, started her professional 
career with Caguas on March 27. Metcalf rattled home a match-
high 25 points – all on kills – to lead Caguas to a 25-23, 25-23, 
25-17 victory over Ponce on April 9. Hodge added 12 points in 
the victory. Caguas, with its late roster additions, finished the year with a 10-12 record and 
tied for fourth in the regular season. In its playoff opener against Corozal on April 12, Metcalf 
collected 24 kills, two blocks and an ace for 27 points in Criollas’ 25-20, 26-28, 28-26, 19-25, 15-
11 loss. Hodge added 13 points and 16 digs in the loss. Caguas’ quarterfinal round pool consists 

of No. 1 Toa Baja, No. 4 Corozal and No. 8 Juncos.

SPICER WITH PONCE: Nellie Spicer (Barrington, Ill.), a setter with the U.S. 
Women’s National Team, is competing for Ponce of the Puerto Rico Superliga in 
2010. She recorded six assists, 12 digs, an ace and a kill in Ponce’s 25-23, 25-23, 
25-17 loss to Caguas on April 10. Ponce failed to earn a spot into the eight-team 
playoffs as it ended the regular season with an 8-14 record and in ninth place.

PRESSEY JOINS BAYAMON LATE: Angie Pressey (Lake Mary, Fla.), an 
outside hitter with the U.S. Women’s National Team, joined Bayamon of the 
Puerto Rico Superliga just in time for the playoffs. In the team’s final regular 
season match, she tallied a match-high 28 points with 22 kills, four blocks and two 
aces to go with 11 digs in a 20-25, 25-17, 16-25, 25-22, 17-15 upset of Catano. 
Bayamon earned a playoff spot after ending the regular season with a 9-13 record 
and tied for sixth place. Pressey’s Bayamon squad opened the playoffs with a 25-
12, 25-13, 25-21 loss to Catano on April 13. She scored eight points in the match. 
Bayamon’s quarterfinal pool includes No. 2 Catano, No. 3 Mayaguez and No. 6 
Carolina.

HOOKER WITH COROZAL: Destinee Hooker (San Antonio), who trained 
with the U.S. Women’s National Team in spring of 2008 before heading back to 
University of Texas to complete her final two collegiate seasons, signed late with 
Corozal of the Puerto Rico Superliga. On April 9, she tallied 21 points with 14 
kills, five blocks and two aces in a 27-25, 25-22, 21-25, 25-17 victory over Juncos 
to match the total produced by Shonda Cole, a former U.S. Women’s National 
Team member. Corozal ended the regular season tied for fourth place with a 10-12 
record. To open the playoffs, Hooker scored 33 points with 31 kills and two blocks 
to go with seven digs and 14 receptions in Pinkin’s 25-20, 26-28, 28-26, 19-25, 
15-11 victory over Caguas on April 12. Cole added 26 points and 17 digs in the 

win. Corozal is grouped with No. 1 Toa Baja, No. 5 Caguas and No. 8 Juncos in 
its quarterfinal round playoff.

KIMMICH, HAMPTON WITH GUAYNABO: Katie Wilkins Kimmich 
(Lakeside, Calif.), an outside hitter with the U.S. Women’s National Team, is 
competing for the Mets of Guaynabo in the Puerto Rico Superliga. She recorded a 
team-high 10 points with nine kills and a block in Guaynabo’s final match of the 
season, a 25-19, 25-19, 25-16 loss to Carolina on April 10. Guaynabo was denied 
a playoff berth as it ended the year with a 4-18 record.

International Volleyball Fact Sheet
Introduction:  Volleyball has major international competitions 
every year and, at its highest level, is a physically demand-
ing sport played by some of the world’s most elite athletes.  Of 
course, volleyball is also a popular recreational activity enjoyed 
by more than 38 million persons in the United States (more than 
any team sport but basketball) and more than 800 million persons 
globally, making it the world’s most popular participant sport.  
This fact sheet is designed to provide more understanding about 
international volleyball and its major competitions, including the 
Olympic Games.

International Governing Body:  The international governing 
body for volleyball is the Federation Internationale de Volleyball 
(FIVB), headquartered in Lausanne, Switzerland.  The FIVB is 
the world’s largest sports federation, with more than 200 member 
nations.  Under the direction of its president, Dr. Ruben Acosta 
of Mexico, the FIVB oversees the administration of volleyball 
throughout the world and is responsible for producing several 
major events, including the Olympic Games, World Champion-
ships, World Cup, World League and World Grand Prix.

National Governing Body:  The national governing body (NGB) 
for volleyball in the United States is USA Volleyball, formerly 
known as the United States Volleyball Association.  Founded in 
1928, USA Volleyball is responsible for the administration of all 
forms of volleyball in the United States, including producing the 
annual USA Open Volleyball Championships, Junior Olympic 
Championships and the USA Outdoor National Championships.  
As mandated by the 1978 Amateur Sports Act, USA Volleyball 
is responsible to the U.S. Olympic Committee (USOC) and the 
FIVB for training and nominating the teams which represent the 
United States in the Olympic Games and other important volley-
ball competitions worldwide.

Major Competitions:  The four major events on the international 
volleyball calendar are the Olympic Games (men and women, in-
door and beach), World Championships (men and women, indoor 
and beach), World Cup (men and women, indoor), World League 
(men, indoor) and World Grand Prix (women, indoor).  All events 
are conducted quadrennially, with the exceptions of the annual 
World League/Grand Prix and the biennial Beach World Champi-
onships.

World Rankings:  Following the decision of the FIVB Board 
of Administration, a new system of point attribution based on a 
new scale has been implemented for the FIVB World Ranking of 
Volleyball National Teams. The following competitions are now 
included:

•	 Senior World Championships included for four years 
- 25 percent reduction each year. Points are also granted for the 
qualification matches, to the best non-qualified teams.

•	 Olympic Games included for four years - 25 percent 
reduction each year. Points are also granted for the qualification 
matches, to the best non-qualified teams.

•	 World Cup included for two years - 50 percent reduction 
the second year.

•	 Senior Continental Championships included for two 
years - 50 percent reduction the second year; points are also 
granted for the qualification matches to the best non-qualified 
teams.

•	 Men’s World League / Women’s World Grand Prix 
included for one year.

Though originally held at various 
sites, it has been hosted by Japan since 1977.  Prior to 1991, the 
World Cup took place in the year immediately following the 
Olympics.  The 12 berths in the World Cup for men and women 
are gained in the following manner:

The frequency of zone 
championships competition varies in each of the five sections.  
Any nation in a particular zone may participate in its zone cham-
pionships whenever such a competition is conducted.

World League and World Grand Prix:  The World League 
features the top 12 men’s volleyball teams in the world in com-
petition for a total purse that has grown to $15 million since the 
inaugural season in 1990.  Teams are divided into three, four-
team pools and each country playing the other teams in their pool 
four times (twice at home, twice on the road).  The winner and 
runner-up in each pool advance to a seeded playoff round.  The 
regular season is usually played in May and June with playoffs in 
early July. 

The World Grand Prix is the women’s counterpart to the World 
League, and offers a total purse of $2 million to its 12-team field.  
Teams play in different four-team pools each weekend, at round-
robin tournaments hosted by cities throughout Asia.  The three 
teams with the best records join the host country for the Grand 
Prix Finals.  The regular season is played in August and early-
September with playoffs in mid-September.
