BOWN RAISING THE BAR: Heather Bown (Yorba Linda, Calif.), a three-
time U.S. Olympian, continues to lead her professional club team Monte 
Schiavo Banca Marche Jesi in the early portion of the season. During an 
Italian Cup Serie A fi rst-round playoff match versus Asystel Volley Novara 
on Nov. 19, she tallied 10 kills on 15 swings, one block and an ace for 12 
points in a 25-21, 25-22, 25-19 victory. The second and concluding playoff 

match with Novara is scheduled for Nov. 26 at Novara. As 
part of the regular Italian League Serie A schedule, Bown 
contributed 13 points in a 25-20, 21-25, 25-16, 25-16 vic-
tory over CGF Recycle Florens Castellana Grotte on Nov. 
22. She provided nine kills on 16 attempts to go with a 
team-high four blocks. Across the match, four-time U.S. Olympian Danielle 
Scott-Arruda (Baton Rouge, La.) totaled 15 points in the loss. She chalked 
up 10 kills on 19 swings with only one error to go with a match-high fi ve 
blocks from her middle blocker position. Jesi, 6-1 on the season and in third 
place with 18 points, hosts Rio Scotti Pavia (3-4) on Nov. 30. Scott-Arruda’s 
team (3-4) hosts Yamamay Busto Arsizio (4-3) on the same day.

WILLOUGHBY TAKES A DOZEN: Kim Willoughby (Napoleonville, 
La.), a 2008 U.S. Olympian now playing in for Despar Perugia in the Italian 
Serie A professional league, contributed 12 points in a 27-25, 25-15, 25-16 
victory on Nov. 23.

NNAMANI SCORES 12 IN LOSS: Ogonna Nnamani (Bloomington, Ill.), 
a two-time U.S. Olympian, reached a dozen points in a Turkish professional 
league match with Galatasaray, but it was not enough as Vakifbank Gunes 
won 25-22, 25-14, 25-21 on Nov. 23. Nnamani was credited with eight 
kills on 35 swings to go with three blocks and an ace. As a note of interest, 
Nnamani gained a new teammate of interest – Stacy Gordon. Both Nnamani 
and Gordon shared the American Volleyball Coaches Association National 
Player of the Year honors in 2004. Galatasaray challenges Eregli Belediye 
in its next match on Nov. 30.

TOM SCORING, BUT NOT ENOUGH FOR HISAMIT-
SU: Logan Tom (Salt Lake City, Utah), a three-time Olympian for Team USA, 
played two matches last week for Hisamitsu in the Japanese V-League, but 
both times her efforts were not enough to carry the team to victory. She tal-
lied 25 points with 22 kills on 73 attacks, two blocks and an ace in a 22-25, 
19-25, 25-23, 25-20, 15-10 loss to Toray on Nov. 22. On the following day, 
Tom notched 17 points with 15 kills on 40 swings to go with two blocks in 
a 16-25, 29-27, 27-25, 25-17 loss to Toyota.

SYKORA PLANS TO RETURN: Stacy Sykora (Bur-
leson, Texas), a three-time Olympian, has informed USA 

Volleyball she plans to return to the team in May 2009. She was the libero for 
the 2000 and 2004 U.S. Olympic Teams and was defensive specialist during 
the 2008 Olympic Games in which Team USA earned the silver medal.

USA Volleyball’s 
success on the Olympic grand stage in Beijing has never been achieved by any other nation since 
volleyball was added to the Olympics in 1964. The U.S. Olympic Men’s Indoor Volleyball Team, 
which was named the United States Olympic Committee Team of the Month for August 2008, 
captured the gold medal at the Olympic Games without losing a single match. Women’s Beach 
Volleyball (Misty May-Treanor and Kerri Walsh) and Men’s Beach Volleyball (Phil Dalhausser 
and Todd Rogers) both came back from Beijing with Olympic Games gold medals. The U.S. 
Olympic Women’s Indoor Volleyball Team captured the silver medal in Beijing, as did the U.S. 
Women’s Sitting Team during the Paralympic Games. No other country has ever participated in 
the gold-medal match of all four Olympic Games volleyball disciplines during the same year. 
Team USA added a fi fth gold-medal appearance at the Paralympic Games.

2009 PAN AMERICAN CUP COMING TO MIAMI: USA 
Volleyball will host the Eighth Annual Women’s Pan American 
Cup June 26-July 4 in conjunction with the USA Junior Olympic 
Girls’ Volleyball Championship in the Miami area. The nine-day 
Pan American Cup, which will tentatively have three of the four 
2008 Olympic Games semifi nalists (Brazil, USA and Cuba), will be 
played on the campuses of the University of Miami and Florida In-
ternational University.  “USA Volleyball is extremely excited about 
the opportunity to host one of the largest international volleyball 
events in Miami and to pair it with the 2009 USA Junior Olympic 
Girls’ Volleyball Championships,” USA Volleyball Chief Executive Offi cer Doug Beal said. “It 
will provide a unique opportunity for our developing young volleyball players to be exposed to 
elite international volleyball teams from North America, South America and the Caribbean. The 
two events will also generate terrifi c excitement in the community and lead to greater popular-
ity for the sport.” USA Volleyball is hosting its fi rst-ever Women’s Pan American Cup, which 
serves as a qualifying event into the 2010 FIVB World Grand Prix. The event is the largest 
international volleyball event hosted by USA Volleyball in terms of country participation. Team 
USA has not hosted a women’s senior-level international tournament since the 1998 FIVB World 
Championship Qualifi er tournament in 1998. Due to international scheduling and professional 
league commitments, matches on domestic soil have become a rarity with only seven contests 
against foreign teams in the most recent Olympic quadrennial (2005-2008).

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Introduction:  Volleyball has major international competi-
tions every year and, at its highest level, is a physically 
demanding sport played by some of the world’s most elite 
athletes.  Of course, volleyball is also a popular recreational 
activity enjoyed by more than 38 million persons in the Unit-
ed States (more than any team sport but basketball) and more 
than 800 million persons globally, making it the world’s 
most popular participant sport.  This fact sheet is designed 
to provide more understanding about international volleyball 
and its major competitions, including the Olympic Games.

International Governing Body:  The international govern-
ing body for volleyball is the Federation Internationale de 
Volleyball (FIVB), headquartered in Lausanne, Switzerland.  
The FIVB is the world’s largest sports federation, with 
more than 200 member nations.  Under the direction of its 
president, Dr. Ruben Acosta of Mexico, the FIVB oversees 
the administration of volleyball throughout the world and is 
responsible for producing several major events, including the 
Olympic Games, World Championships, World Cup, World 
League and World Grand Prix.

National Governing Body:  The national governing body 
(NGB) for volleyball in the United States is USA Volleyball, 
formerly known as the United States Volleyball Associa-
tion.  Founded in 1928, USA Volleyball is responsible for the 
administration of all forms of volleyball in the United States, 
including producing the annual USA Open Volleyball Cham-
pionships, Junior Olympic Championships and the USA 
Outdoor National Championships.  As mandated by the 1978 
Amateur Sports Act, USA Volleyball is responsible to the 
U.S. Olympic Committee (USOC) and the FIVB for train-
ing and nominating the teams which represent the United 
States in the Olympic Games and other important volleyball 
competitions worldwide.

Major Competitions:  The four major events on the interna-
tional volleyball calendar are the Olympic Games (men and 
women, indoor and beach), World Championships (men and 
women, indoor and beach), World Cup (men and women, 
indoor), World League (men, indoor) and World Grand Prix 
(women, indoor).  All events are conducted quadrennially, 
with the exceptions of the annual World League/Grand Prix 
and the biennial Beach World Championships.

World Rankings:  Following the decision of the FIVB 
Board of Administration, a new system of point attribution 
based on a new scale has been implemented for the FIVB 
World Ranking of Volleyball National Teams. The following 
competitions are now included:

• Senior World Championships included for four years 
- 25 percent reduction each year. Points are also granted for 
the qualifi cation matches, to the best non-qualifi ed teams.

• Olympic Games included for four years - 25 percent 
reduction each year. Points are also granted for the 
qualifi cation matches, to the best non-qualifi ed teams.

• World Cup included for two years - 50 percent 
reduction the second year.

• Senior Continental Championships included for two 
years - 50 percent reduction the second year; points are also 
granted for the qualifi cation matches to the best non-qualifi ed 
teams.

• Men’s World League / Women’s World Grand Prix 
included for one year.

World Championships:  The World Championships are held 
every four years in the second year after the Olympics.  The 
site, usually separate for the men’s and women’s competi-
tions, is determined by the FIVB based on bids received from 
interested cities. The 24 berths for the men and women are 
gained in the following manner (2006 information is pro-
vided in parenthesis where available):

• Host country
• Defending World Champions
• FIVB determined the appropriate number of qualifi ca-
tion spots for each continent/zone based on performance at 
the 2002 World Championships and the number of teams reg-
istered for the 2006 World Championships.  Each continent/
zone played a World Championships Qualifi cation Tourna-
ment in early 2002.

World Cup:  The World Cup is held every four years, in the 
year prior to the Olympic Games.  Though originally held at 
various sites, it has been hosted by Japan since 1977.  Prior 
to 1991, the World Cup took place in the year immediately 
following the Olympics.  The 12 berths in the World Cup for 
men and women are gained in the following manner:

• Host country (Japan- Men and Women)
• Defending World Cup champion
• Winners of the fi ve zone championships
• The highest-placed team (of each zone) not qualifi ed for 
the Olympic Games in accordance with the ranking of the 
zone championships.

World League and World Grand Prix:  The World League 
features the top 12 men’s volleyball teams in the world in 
competition for a total purse that has grown to $15 million 
since the inaugural season in 1990.  Teams are divided into 
three, four-team pools and each country playing the other 
teams in their pool four times (twice at home, twice on the 
road).  The winner and runner-up in each pool advance to a 
seeded playoff round.  The regular season is usually played 
in May and June with playoffs in early July. 

The World Grand Prix is the women’s counterpart to the 
World League, and offers a total purse of $2 million to its 
12-team fi eld.  Teams play in different four-team pools 
each weekend, at round-robin tournaments hosted by cities 
throughout Asia.  The three teams with the best records join 
the host country for the Grand Prix Finals.  The regular sea-
son is played in August and early-September with playoffs in 
mid-September.
