JOINES, RICHARDS UPDATE: Jennifer Joines (Milpitas, Calif.), 
a 2008 U.S. Olympian, and Kristin Richards (Orem, Utah), a 2008 
U.S. Olympic Team alternate, are competing for Fakel in the Russian 
professional league this winter. Fakel defeated Balakoskaya 25-23, 16-
25, 25-21, 25-20 on March 19. Richards, who has been playing opposite 
for her professional team this season, charted 23 kills on 44 attacks along 
with a block. Joines added six kills on 12 swings, two blocks and an ace in 
the victory. Fakel lost in three sets to Leningradka on March 23. Richards 
and Joines will return to the court of Fakel on April 2 against ninth-place 
Indesit.

GLASS UPDATE: Kim Glass (Lancaster, Pa.), a 2008 U.S. Olympian, is playing 
professionally in Russia with Universitet Belogorie. Her squad lost a marathon fi ve-
set match (20-25, 25-20, 22-25, 25-21, 15-11) on March 19 against Uralochka-NTMK. 
Universitet Belogorie was handed a 3-0 loss by Spartak on March 23. Without Glass in the 
lineup over the last several matches, Universitet has dropped from a tie for fi rst place into 
a tie for fourth place with a 12-8 record. Prior to the Spartak match, Glass’ team was in a 
four-way tie for second place and now tied with Spartak. Universitet Belogorie will look 
to stop the skid on April 2 against 10th-place Leningradka.

BOWN UPDATE: Heather Bown (Yorba Linda, Calif.), a three-time Olympian and 
middle blocker on the silver-medal winning 2008 U.S. Olympic Team, provided a big 
lift for her Italian Serie A professional team Monte Schiavo Banca Marche Jesi on March 
22. Jesi rallied to defeat Solo Affi tti Tradeco Cesena 20-25, 25-19, 20-25, 25-16, 15-12 as 
Bown scored a match-high 20 points. She collected 18 kills on 28 attacks with just three 
hitting errors for a .536 hitting effi ciency and 64.3 kill percent. Bown added two blocks in 
the victory. Jesi, ranked fourth in the Italian Serie A standings with a 15-8 record and 43 
points, plays seventh-ranked Zoppas Industries Conegliano on March 29.

SCOTT-ARRUDA UPDATE: Danielle Scott-Arruda (Baton Rouge, La.), a four-time 
U.S. Olympian middle blocker, is playing for CGF Recycle Florens Castellana Grotte in 
the Italian Serie A league. Castellana Grotte lost to Perugia 25-18, 18-25, 25-13, 22-25, 15-
10 on March 16 in a match originally scheduled for the weekend of March 29, but moved 
up due to Perugia hosting the CEV Indesit Champions League fi nals the same weekend. 
Scott-Arruda turned in 12 kills and four blocks for 16 points while hitting with a 43 percent 
success rate. In its regularly scheduled match on March 22, Castellana Grotte swept Riso 
Scotti Pavia 25-21, 25-22, 25-16. Scott-Arruda pocketed six kills on 12 attacks with just 
one error for a .417 hitting effi ciency and 50.0 kill percent. She added two blocks and two 
aces for a total of 10 points. Castellana Grotte, which remains in ninth place with an 11-13 

record but just one point out of eighth place, is idle this coming week.

WILLOUGHBY UPDATE: Kim Willoughby (Napoleonville, La.), a 2008 U.S. Olympic 
Games silver medalist, is now playing for Despar Perugia in the Italian Serie A league. 
Perugia, which is hosting the CEV Indesit Champions League the weekend of March 28-
29, moved its March 29 match against CGF Recycle Florens Castellana Grotte to March 
16 and held on to win 25-18, 18-25, 25-13, 22-25, 15-10. Willoughby scored a match-high 
22 points with 15 kills on 41 attacks, six blocks and an ace. Perugia played fi fth-place 
Yamamay Busto Arsizio in its regularly schedule match for the week on March 22 and 
lost 26-24, 25-22, 25-20. Willoughby, who played in all three sets but started just the 
second, charted eight kills, two blocks and an ace for 11 points in a reserve role. Perugia, 
now 12-12 on the season and in sixth place with 38 points, takes a break from the Italian 
Serie A schedule to host the CEV Indesit Champions League Final Four. Perugia faces Volley Bergamo in 
the semifi nal round, while Turkey’s Eczacibasi Zentiva matches up against Russia’s Dinamo Moscow in the 
other semifi nal.

TOM UPDATE: Logan Tom (Salt Lake City, Utah), a three-time U.S. Olympian and Best 
Scorer of the 2008 Olympic Games, is playing with Hisamitsu Springs in the Japanese 
V-League. Hisamitsu Springs won both its matches last week to end the regular season with 
a 19-8 overall record. Tom notched 25 points in a 25-11, 25-17, 25-20 victory over Takefuji 
Bamboo on March 20. She tallied 19 kills on 37 attacks, match-high fi ve blocks and an ace 
to go with a 68.2 service reception percent (15 of 22). In a battle to decide second place, 
Hisamitsu Springs blanked NEC 25-19, 25-15, 25-18 on March 21 in the regular season 
fi nale.

USAV, ANAHEIM MOVE FORWARD ON WOMEN’S TEAM RELOCATION: The Anaheim City 
Council voted unanimously Tuesday night to authorize 
City staff to negotiate an agreement with USA Volleyball 
that would relocate the U.S. Women’s National Volleyball 
Team to train in Anaheim at the American Sports Centers 
as early as this spring. The vote is a step forward in the 
process that would move the U.S. Women’s National Team 
to Anaheim from its current home at the U.S. Olympic 
Training Center in Colorado Springs. Once the agreement 
is fi nalized, Anaheim would be designated the Offi cial Host 
City for the U.S. Men’s and Women’s National Volleyball 
Teams through the 2016 Olympic Games. The American 
Sports Centers, which has been the training site of the U.S. Men’s National Team since it moved to 
Anaheim in 2006, has agreed to host the U.S. Women’s National Team as well. The facility, which opened 
in March of 2004, is the largest indoor court facility in the United States featuring 22 volleyball courts, 16 
basketball courts and nine indoor soccer courts. Among the ASC’s other tenants is the Southern California 
Volleyball Association, one of 40 regions within USA Volleyball.

Olympic Men’s Indoor Volleyball Team, which was named the United States 
Olympic Committee Team of the Month for August 2008, captured the 
gold medal at the Olympic Games without losing a single match. Women’s 
Beach Volleyball (Misty May-Treanor and Kerri Walsh) and Men’s Beach 
Volleyball (Phil Dalhausser and Todd Rogers) both came back from Beijing with Olympic Games gold 
medals. The U.S. Olympic Women’s Indoor Volleyball Team captured the silver medal in Beijing, as did 
the U.S. Women’s Sitting Team during the Paralympic Games.

International Volleyball Fact Sheet
Introduction:  Volleyball has major international competitions 
every year and, at its highest level, is a physically demand-
ing sport played by some of the world’s most elite athletes.  Of 
course, volleyball is also a popular recreational activity enjoyed 
by more than 38 million persons in the United States (more than 
any team sport but basketball) and more than 800 million persons 
globally, making it the world’s most popular participant sport.  
This fact sheet is designed to provide more understanding about 
international volleyball and its major competitions, including the 
Olympic Games.

International Governing Body:  The international governing 
body for volleyball is the Federation Internationale de Volleyball 
(FIVB), headquartered in Lausanne, Switzerland.  The FIVB is 
the world’s largest sports federation, with more than 200 member 
nations.  Under the direction of its president, Dr. Ruben Acosta 
of Mexico, the FIVB oversees the administration of volleyball 
throughout the world and is responsible for producing several 
major events, including the Olympic Games, World Champion-
ships, World Cup, World League and World Grand Prix.

National Governing Body:  The national governing body (NGB) 
for volleyball in the United States is USA Volleyball, formerly 
known as the United States Volleyball Association.  Founded in 
1928, USA Volleyball is responsible for the administration of all 
forms of volleyball in the United States, including producing the 
annual USA Open Volleyball Championships, Junior Olympic 
Championships and the USA Outdoor National Championships.  
As mandated by the 1978 Amateur Sports Act, USA Volleyball 
is responsible to the U.S. Olympic Committee (USOC) and the 
FIVB for training and nominating the teams which represent the 
United States in the Olympic Games and other important volley-
ball competitions worldwide.

Major Competitions:  The four major events on the international 
volleyball calendar are the Olympic Games (men and women, in-
door and beach), World Championships (men and women, indoor 
and beach), World Cup (men and women, indoor), World League 
(men, indoor) and World Grand Prix (women, indoor).  All events 
are conducted quadrennially, with the exceptions of the annual 
World League/Grand Prix and the biennial Beach World Champi-
onships.

World Rankings:  Following the decision of the FIVB Board 
of Administration, a new system of point attribution based on a 
new scale has been implemented for the FIVB World Ranking of 
Volleyball National Teams. The following competitions are now 
included:

• Senior World Championships included for four years 
- 25 percent reduction each year. Points are also granted for the 
qualifi cation matches, to the best non-qualifi ed teams.

• Olympic Games included for four years - 25 percent 
reduction each year. Points are also granted for the qualifi cation 
matches, to the best non-qualifi ed teams.

• World Cup included for two years - 50 percent reduction 
the second year.

• Senior Continental Championships included for two 
years - 50 percent reduction the second year; points are also 
granted for the qualifi cation matches to the best non-qualifi ed 
teams.

• Men’s World League / Women’s World Grand Prix 
included for one year.

• Host country (Japan- Men and Women)
• Defending World Cup champion
• Winners of the fi ve zone championships
• The highest-placed team (of each zone) not qualifi ed for 
the Olympic Games in accordance with the ranking of the zone 
championships.

Zone Championships:  The volleyball world is divided into fi ve 
international zones.The United States is in the NORCECA (North 
America Central America Caribbean) Zone, with champion-
ships held every other year at various sites.  The other zones are 
Europe, Asia, Africa and South America.  The frequency of zone 
championships competition varies in each of the fi ve sections.  
Any nation in a particular zone may participate in its zone cham-
pionships whenever such a competition is conducted.

World League and World Grand Prix:  The World League 
features the top 12 men’s volleyball teams in the world in com-
petition for a total purse that has grown to $15 million since the 
inaugural season in 1990.  Teams are divided into three, four-
team pools and each country playing the other teams in their pool 
four times (twice at home, twice on the road).  The winner and 
runner-up in each pool advance to a seeded playoff round.  The 
regular season is usually played in May and June with playoffs in 
early July. 

The World Grand Prix is the women’s counterpart to the World 
League, and offers a total purse of $2 million to its 12-team fi eld.  
Teams play in different four-team pools each weekend, at round-
robin tournaments hosted by cities throughout Asia.  The three 
teams with the best records join the host country for the Grand 
Prix Finals.  The regular season is played in August and early-
September with playoffs in mid-September.
