9) Publicity: The FIE Publicity Code will be strictly enforced.
10) FIE Rules: The Competition will run in accordance with the FIE Rules for Competitions.

11) Referees: Referees will be designated by the FIE and British Fencing. Countries are not required
to provide referees.

12) Accommodation: Booking accommodation is the responsibility of the visiting teams.
British Fencing cannot book hotels for delegations.

Special rates have been negotiated at the main event hotel that is situated in Croydon,
approximately 3 miles from the venue:
